Dear Vendor/Volunteer Staff Coordinator:
A convenient recycling program is provided as part of your INSERT EVENT VENUE NAME contract under state law. Recycling reduces waste and keeps county operating costs down.  Your cooperation is needed to help make our recycling program successful.

WHAT WE PROVIDE:

· Recycling containers for bottles and cans 
      Beverage recycling containers are provided for the public at both indoor and      

      outdoor locations.  They are blue and white, clearly labeled, and look different   

      than trash containers.  There should be a recycling container available next 

     to most trash containers.

· Commingled bottle & can dumpster
Available to vendors for aluminum and plastic cans, bottles, and jars, steel/tin cans, and glass bottles & jars. Two-yard dumpsters are located outside of the Expo building and the 4-H Forum building.  We prefer that cans & bottles are “de-bagged”.

· Cardboard/paper dumpsters
Cardboard/ paper dumpsters are available outside of each building. Cardboard should be flattened before being thrown in the cardboard dumpster.  Look for dumpsters marked for cardboard/paper only!  Paper not contaminated by food goes in the same dumpster (see list below).

YOUR RESPONSIBILITY:

· IF TAKING RECYCLABLES OR TRASH DIRECTLY TO THE DUMPSTER, PLEASE USE THE CORRECT ONE!  If it is full, or you are not sure about the contents, please contact Expo staff.
· Please do not contaminate!  Keep food waste, plates, plastic film, cups, wrappers, or any other non-recyclables out of the recycling bins. Please discard in the trash!  Notify Expo staff of any contamination problems you observe.

· Remind customers to recycle plastic bottles.  Soda, water, beer and malt beverage bottles of any color are acceptable.
